This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, extra-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Music is taught weekly at Broomgrove Junior School using a curriculum plan that has been developed in house. Music is taught using the Stave House method, endorsed by London College of Music. 
Our school curriculum is informed by the Model Music Curriculum (March 2021) and provides an engaging, challenging curriculum for pupils to follow.
As advised in the National Plan for Music, our music curriculum has been developed by, and taught by, a music specialist teacher. Every child accesses a weekly 30-minute music lesson with a specialist teacher. 
Pupils at Broomgrove Junior take part in a high-quality weekly singing assembly of 25 minutes. This is very popular with pupils. A variety of repertoire is explored and includes positive messages about community, friendships and the world.
All pupils at Broomgrove Junior School learn to play tuned and untuned percussion instruments during music lessons. 
· Pupils deepen their chime bar skills from Key Stage 1 during Key Stage 2.
· In Year 4 and 5, pupils learn to play the descant recorder during whole class instrument teaching. 
· All KS2 pupils learn to play the African djembe drums during the Summer term
· All pupils access music technology programmes to explore digital music making. 

All children are given the opportunity to take external music qualifications (Stave House Awards) via London College of Music which are examined during lesson time. These awards are paid for by parents and are a wonderful way to celebrate pupil’s musical achievements. Children eligible for Pupil Premium funding are able to take the examination without cost to their families.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Extra-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Children have the opportunity to perform at a local events, singing at St. Mary’s church Mothers’ Day, Harvest and Christingle services. Children are also invited to sing at the school Christmas Fayre.
Pupils of all ages can to access 121 tuition through our partnership with Greater Essex Music Hub. We are currently offering guitar, violin, woodwind and piano lessons. Lesson fees are charged to parents via the Essex Music Hub on a termly basis and disadvantaged pupils can apply for funding towards these lessons. Instruments are made available to pupils through an instrument loan scheme which can be accessed by parents. The loan scheme is also available to children who are taking lessons outside of the school offer.
Through our partnership with Rock Steady, children can take part in a rock band experience, learning to play the electric guitar, drums, keyboards or vocals. Parents pay for these ensemble lessons which take part on a weekly basis. The bands play to the whole school at the end of each term which gives others the opportunity to see a live performance and encourages more pupils to sign up.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Pupils at Broomgrove Junior School take part in a number of musical experiences during their school life.
All children take part in a whole school musical production at the end of the Autumn term which includes drama, dance and music skills.
Year 6 children take part in a musical production at the end of the Summer term.
A whole school talent show gives children who are not undertaking lessons within school time to showcase their musical skills.
Pupils may choose to perform to parents and governors at the St. Mary’s Church.
Children who enjoy singing are able to perform at the Christingle, Harvest and Mothers’ Day services at St. Mary’s Church.
We hold a whole school termly music assembly for the children who take 121 lessons with some of the tutors from Great Essex Music Service. Parents of the children performing are invited to attend.
Children taking part in Rock Steady lessons perform to the whole school each term as well as their parents.

In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	To ensure that all pupils access an hour a week of timetabled musical learning, during 2024-25 Broomgrove Junior School intend to introduce a weekly listening programme for pupils. Weekly listening will take place in class and will provide an opportunity for pupils to listen to music from a diverse range of cultures, countries, genres and time periods while discussing the music with their class teachers and peers. 
To enhance singing opportunities, the school intend to restart a school choir.
