· It enables schools to effectively plan their use of the Primary PE and sport premium
· It helps schools to meet the requirements (as set out in guidance) to publish information on their Primary PE and sport premium
· It will be an effective document to support Ofsted inspections enabling schools to evidence progress in Physical Education (PE) and evidence swimming attainment, which forms part of the PE National Curriculum. We would recommend schools consider
the Intent, Implementation and Impact of any spend, as examined within the Education Inspection Framework.

It is important that your grant is used effectively and based on school need.

Schools must use the funding to make additional and sustainable
improvements to the quality of the PE, School Sport and Physical Activity (PESSPA)
they offer.

· Build capacity and capability within the school to ensure that improvements made now will benefit pupils joining the school in future years
· Develop or add to the PESSPA activities that your school already offers.

	ASM coaches able to deliver PE lessons effectively with high quality resources. The field, MUGA and playground are used for physical activity.

Coaches deliver physical activity sessions during lunchtimes to engage more pupils and also a funded extra-curricular club run based on pupil voice suggestions. 

Provides more opportunities for pupils to attend School Games festivals and sporting competitions. 

Lunchtime supervisors upskilled and Y6 play leaders identified to train and develop leadership skills.

All children experienced a wider range of physical activity – rope skipping became part of break-time play. Teachers able to observe.  

All children benefit from outdoor learning and improved mental health and well-being.
	New play time equipment purchased to support the delivery of high quality pe lessons. 


Attendance of clubs maintained, although fewer girls attending after school clubs. This can be addressed by having some girls only clubs, such as football or dodgeball next year. 

Funding for transport to events took away the pressure to get sufficient parent support. 

MDAs have been able to engage in play-games with pupils from this training. LKS2 pupils are more engaged in the JM games and activities. Y6 play leaders have been identified to train. 

This was great fun. Many pupils bought ropes in and skipped for weeks afterwards. Need to find ways to continue this. 

A very popular activity with all children engaged and developing social, physical and emotional skills.

All staff attended CPD training on delivering and developing Invasion Games/Tag Rugby October in and Cricket CPD in May attended by all teaching staff.
Dance iMove in April and Gym in February CPD also attended by staff, who gave feedback at a staff meeting. 

Teachers survey indicates more confident to deliver effective PE using the new scheme and supporting pupils by making adaptations, incorporating CPD training ideas.

Next step to continue to organise Staff CPD in areas identified in staff survey. 

More pupils observed meeting their daily physical activity goal. We encouragepupils to take part in PE and Sport Activities outside of school and celebrate this in assembluies.  Pupil voice feedback indicates most children enjoy the lunchtime clubs currently offered. “It’s fun.” “I know how to get more healthy.”

Football and multi-skills lunch times clubs run by CUFC coaches daily. 

Y6 play leaders organise activity sessions for LKS pupils.

Teachers and other school staff run extra-curricular clubs

Pupil voice survey results used to deliver children’s choice of sport in extra-curricular clubs. 

Next step to devise a programme to ensure all children can access a lunchtime club to target less active. Look into
Introducing Take 10 activities in the afternoon. 

Attendance of extra-curricular clubs increased amongst Y6 pupils and lower school boys. Weekly after-school funded and run by CUFC coaches. 
New netball bibs purchased.

Survey indicates staff confidence has increased. Teachers will need support with assessment. Dance and Gymnastics are areas to support with CPD.
New football goals purchased. 

Pupil voice survey results used to offer clubs children want. Girls Football Club run for upper and lower school 

MDA play leaders lead game activities and supervise Y6 play leaders at lunchtime. 
A ProStrike sponsored event was very well supported by parents and all children participated with much enjoyment.

Forest school activities attended by all pupils; less active children surveyed and positive feedback given “Being outside is fun and you learn how to get on with other people you don’t usually play with.”

Profile of PE raised
	 Groups of pupils one daily session per year group have a coach who runs and supervises a football club at lunchtimes. This has enabled behavior to improve with a referee to help pupils develop social and fair play skills. 


Staff have gained skills to deliver and adapt lessons  with more confidence, as prior to this most staff had not taught any PE lessons for many years as external coaches delivered these lessons. 

Club attendances maintained and able to offer clubs chosen by pupils. Also, able to run clubs for girls as this was a group identified as not participating regularly.  

Years 3and 5 have all worked with an external coach to develop Cricket skills and Y4 have had a block of lessons based on the theme of joy of moving alongside learning about healthy lifestyles. 
	The Head teacher supports this and has commented on the value it offers for calmer afternoons. The coaches are well-liked.
